Notice is hereby given that on Thursday, March 9, 2010, at 2:00 PM at 333 Burgess
Drive, Menlo Park, California, the City of Menlo Park will receive and open sealed
bids for the Sand Hill Road Reservoir No. 2 Stairway Replacement.

Lump sum bids must be received by the Public Works Department before 2:00 PM
on March 9, 2010, based on the Official Bid Clock displayed in the area where bids
are submitted.

Site Location

The site, consists of two reservoirs, located at 3674 Sand Hill Road (near Town of
Woodside) is in the unincorporated area of the County of San Mateo. Reservoir #2
was constructed in 1996. The attached site plat shows the general location of the
stairway to be replaced.

Pre-bid Job Site Visit

Any prospective bidder is requested to visit the job site to review the site condition.
A pre-bid site meeting is scheduled for Thursday, February 25, 2010 at 1:00 p.m..

There will be no other site visit scheduled prior to the bid opening date of March 9,
2010.

Scope of Work

Furnishing all labor, materials, equipment, and performing all work necessary and
incidental to the construction of the project known as SAND HILL ROAD
RESERVOIR NUMBER 2 STAIRWAY REPLACEMENT PROJECT. The work is
described generally as removing the existing coated steel stairway (approximately
30’ long, 22’ high and 3’ wide with handrails on both sides — see attached as-built
information and photos) and replacing it with a newly fabricated 316 stainless steel
stairway to match existing anchoring and landing configuration in the water storage
tank. Existing stairway is showing sign of rust and shall be removed and the metal
recycled. Demolition, delivery and new installation shall be conducted from the
existing access roadway around the reservoirs. New stairway shall meet all County
of San Mateo, State of California Division of Occupational Safety and Health and
other applicable requirements.
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Task #1 — Removal of Existing Stairway

The existing stairway shall be removed from the reservoir via the existing 12’ x 4’
stairway hatch. The stairway is bolted to the reservoir structure and support railings
are welded to the stairway. Caution shall be exercised to prevent damage to the
reservoir lining and structural members. Elements damaged by the Contractor’s
operations shall be repaired or replaced in-kind at Contractor’s expense and the
work shall be inspected and approved under the direction of the Project Manager.
The work area shall be cleaned and all debris properly disposed of. Metal debris
shall be delivered to a qualified recycling facility and delivery weight tags shall be
submitted the inspector prior to final payment.

All work shall be staged and carried out from the access road adjacent to the
reservoir. A plan showing road width and configuration is attached. With prior
approval, the existing chain link fence may be removed and reinstalled in kind. If it
becomes necessary to remove a portion of the berm adjacent to the fence,
Contractor shall fully restore all disturbed areas ensuring adequate compaction and
re-vegetation to the satisfaction of the inspector.

Task #2 — Plan Development and Approval
Plan or shop drawings shall be submitted to the Project Manager for approval prior
to stairway fabrication. Plans shall include the following:
1. Dismantling and removal sequencing plan
2. Stairway plans including details showing connection to the reservoir at top
and bottom. Current dimensions are approximately 30’ long, 22’ and 3’ wide.
Stair treads shall be non-slip.
3. Installation sequencing plan

Fabrication of the new stainless stairway shall be of professional quality and
conform to plan drawings approved by the Project Manager.

Deliverables: Contractor shall submit two (2) copies of project plans/calculations for
approval by Project Manager and the required number of copies for approval by the
County of San Mateo Building Official. Upon project completion, three (3) copies of
the as-built drawings shall be submitted to the Project Manager prior to final
payment.

Task #3 — Fabrication, Building Permit and Inspection

The Contractor shall apply and secure the necessary building permit from the
County of San Mateo prior to any new stairway fabrication. Building permit fees will
be paid by the City. Costs associated with special inspection shall be included in
the bid.

Task #4 — Installation of New Stairway

Installation of new stairway shall comply with the approved plan. Staging and
installation of the stairway shall be from adjacent roadway. Stair treads and rails
shall be evenly leveled.
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Task #5 — Site Restoration
The Contractor shall fully repair or restore in kind at his expense of any damaged
City facilities to the satisfaction of the inspector prior to project acceptance.

General Requirement and Information
The Contractor must have the appropriate license; Class A — General Engineering
or Class B — General Building contractor license.

The Contractor will be required to obtain a business license from the City of Menlo
Park and pay for the fee.

Pursuant to Section 1770, et. seq. of the California Labor Code, the successful
bidder and all subcontractors shall pay not less than the prevailing rate of per diem
wages as determined by the Director of the California Department of Industrial
Relations. Copies of such prevailing rate of per diem wages are on file at the office
of the Engineering Services Manager to view and will be made available to any
interested party on request. Prevailing wage rates and information is also available
on the Internet at http://www.dir.ca.gov.

A performance bond in the amount of 100% of the bid total will be required from the
successful bidder.

The Contractor shall procure insurance against claims for injuries to persons or of
the work by the Contractor, his/her agent, representatives, employees or
subcontractors and maintain it for the duration of the Contract. The cost of such
insurance shall be considered included in the prices for various Contract items of
work involved and no additional compensation will be allowed therefore.

Minimum Limits of Insurance:

e Commercial general liability of $2,000,000 combined single limit, annual
aggregate for bodily injury, personal injury and property damage; and with a
minimum of $1,000,000 per occurrence.

e Automobile liability of $1,000,000 combined single limit per accident for
bodily injury and property damage.

e Workers’ compensation limits as required by the Labor Code of the State of
California.

e Employer’s liability limits of $1,000,000 per accident.

The performance bond and insurance endorsement certificates must be provided
within 10 calendar days from notice of award and prior to the performance of any
work.

Work Completion Schedule — It is the City’s desire to put the reservoir back to
service approximately by early May 2010. The contractor will be expected to begin
work upon receipt of the notice to proceed and, weather permitting, complete the
project within thirty (30) working days. Failure to complete the project within 30
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working days from notice to proceed will result in liquidated damages of $250 per
calendar day.

The City of Menlo Park makes no representation or warranty of the condition of the
jobsite. All prospective bidders are requested to carefully review the drawings or
otherwise satisfy themselves as to the conditions at the project site.

Bids will be publicly opened, examined and declared on said day and hour and
referred to and considered by the City Council or designee at a future date. Any
guestions on this bid can be obtained by calling 650-330-6780, the City of Menlo
Park, Public Works Maintenance Division, 333 Burgess Drive, Menlo Park.
