Man Dies as Result of Injuries in Burnsville
The 22 year old man found unresponsive in Burnsville Last night was pronounced dead shortly before 7:00 am today at Hennepin County Medical Center.  The name of the victim will be released later once next of kin have been notified.  We continue to ask any witnesses to this incident to contact Burnsville police and tell us what they saw at the tip line noted below.

On Saturday, April 5, 2008 at approximately 2:07 am, Burnsville Police officers were called to the Event Center at 1998 E. Hwy 13 on a person down in the parking lot.  When officers arrived at the scene, they found a 22 year old man laying in the parking lot unresponsive and not breathing.  Officers performed CPR on the victim and were able to get his heart going prior to being transported to HCMC in Minneapolis.
The victim received severe head injuries which are considered life threatening.  Burnsville investigators and Crime Scene Processors are trying to piece together what happened at the scene.  Anyone who may have been at the Event Center around 2:00 am and witnessed what happened there are asked to call the Burnsville Police Department Tip Line at 952-895-4642.
Further details will be released as they develop.

Man Killed in Burnsville Identified
Police have identified the man killed in the parking lot of the Event Center in Burnsville yesterday as Carlos Noriega, 22 from Prior Lake, MN.  

On Saturday, April 5, 2008 at approximately 2:07 am, Burnsville Police officers were called to the Event Center at 1998 E. Hwy 13 on a person down in the parking lot who had been run over by a car.  When officers arrived at the scene, they found Noriega laying in the parking lot unresponsive and not breathing.  Officers performed CPR on the victim and were able to get his heart going prior to being transported to Hennepin County Medical Center in Minneapolis.

The victim received severe head injuries and later died at Hennepin County Medical Center.  Burnsville Investigators and Crime Scene Processors are continuing to piece together what happened at the scene.  

While this continues to be an active investigation, it appears the victim was walking to his truck in the parking lot of the Event Center shortly after 2:00 am and was hit by a vehicle which then left the scene.  Police have been interviewing witnesses and are in search of the vehicle and it’s occupants who struck Noriega.  Burnsville Police are investigating this as a possible homicide.

The initial calls to the Event Center were that there was a significant fight or disturbance in the parking lot and that a person had been run over by a vehicle.  The investigation so far seems to indicate that the victim was walking towards his vehicle when he was hit by a speeding vehicle whose occupants may have been involved in the fight.

Because there were numerous people in the parking lot and many people who called 911 from the scene, we are asking anyone who was in the parking lot near the Event Center around 2:00 am or anyone who called police that night at the scene to contact us as soon as possible.  The people should call our tip line noted below with their names and contact information.

Again, anyone who may have been at the Event Center around 2:00 am  or called police about this incident from the scene on April 5, 2008 and witnessed what happened there are asked to call the Burnsville Police Department Tip Line at 952-895-4642.
