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Opportunities for Leadership – Somerset County United Way
As a partner agency in LS, the Somerset County United Way is sharing a leadership opportunity with alums.  Volunteers are being sought to serve as Community Investment Liaisons and Agency Standards Reviewers.  A brief description of each position is provided below.
The Community Investment Process is 100% volunteer-driven and helps Somerset County United Way maintain accountability by utilizing volunteers to act as stewards of the funds entrusted to us. Volunteers are first trained and then assigned to work in teams to review and assess agencies and programs applying for Somerset County United Way funding. 
Community Investment Liaison is an active advocate for SCUW Community Investment Process. Liaisons help to foster a culture of understanding and open communication between United Way and funded partners. Somerset County United Way’s Liaisons are members of the Community Investment Panels. The liaisons represent the Community Investment Panel(s) through which programs are reviewed for funding. SCUW‘s goal is to designate members from each panel to interface with each funded partner organization. Volunteers review program funding applications, visit programs and assess programs to assure that services are meeting needs, provided effectively and producing measurable results that improve people's lives.

Agency Standards Reviewers ensure that agencies applying for program funding are fiscally and administratively sound.  Each agency applying for funding is fully reviewed and then monitored during the funding cycle. Volunteers review agency criteria applications, attend board meetings, meet with agency representatives and assess the overall financial health and well-being of an agency.
