The public may come in person to the Community Development Office in the Somerset County Human Services Building at 27 Warren St., weekdays from 9 a.m. to 4 p.m., or may call the Community Development Office at 908-541-5756 to speak with office staff.   
The deadline for written comments on the Draft 2010-2014 Consolidated Plan and the 2010 Annual Action Plan is Friday, July 2.  All comments should be addressed to Kimberly Cowart, Community Development Director, Somerset County Community Development Office, P.O. Box 3000, 27 Warren St., Somerville, NJ 08876-1262. 

In addition, community meetings have been scheduled June 3, 10, and 24 in the first-floor conference room of the Somerset County Human Services Building at 27 Warren St. in Somerville at 6 p.m. and June 17 at the Somerset Hills YMCA, Blue House Conference Room, 140 Mt Airy Road in Bernards at 6 p.m.
As a recipient of federal-entitlement Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) and HOME Investment Partnerships Program (HOME) funds, the Action Plan must be submitted to the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD) as a condition for funding.  The Draft Action Plan is based on a review of project proposals submitted to the county Office of Community Development and the county's experience in the administration of prior grants.   
HUD has advised Somerset County that it will receive an entitlement grant allocation of $1,369,889 in CDBG funds and $761,072 in HOME funds.   In addition, the county is amending its Action Plan for fiscal year 2006 in the amount of $2,802.74 and fiscal year 2007 in the amount of $87,197.26.
Free parking is available in the parking deck at 27 Warren St.  Parking is restricted to spaces on the third and fourth floors with black blocks with white numbers only. After parking, double-check the space number on the ground and walk over to the door. 
In addition, free parking is available in the county-run Bernie Field parking deck, located on East High Street, adjacent to the county administration building.   You may exit the deck from the rear and cross Main Street.
